The first kind of commercial camera

Stereo Camera, 1860s–early 1900s
These cameras were used to make side-by-side 
photos for 3-D viewers

Kodak Camera,1888
The first Kodak Camera—now after you  
take a picture, the company ‘does the rest’

Magic Lanterns, 1850s–1920s
During lantern shows, groups of people  
looked at pictures projected on a wall

Cinématographe, 1895
Camera, projector, & film printer in one

Nikon F, 1959
The most popular with news  photographers

Polaroid Cameras, 1940s–2008
People could see their pictures instantly

Lunar Orbiter, 1967
Made pictures and mapped  
the entire surface of the moon

Digital Camera, 1990s–today
The world’s first digital camera next 
to one from today
